In her delirium, 
she believes to be a private investigator who is in charge of a team of detectives whose mission is to solve complex 
cases. According to the letter of her private physician, the reality is that she is obsessed with murdering her husband. 
Alice’s extreme intelligence and her perfectly normal behavior confuses her new treating physicians to the point that they 
do not know if Alice has been sent to the mental hospital as an injustice, or if she really has a dangerous mental problem.

Be safe when traveling. Airport WIFI is not safe. 
 
Five ways to keep your data safe when using public WIFI at the airport or at other venues that offer public WIFI.

1. Double-check the official airport WIFI name. 
2. Switch to cellular data for handling of personal information. 
3. Turn off file and printer sharing. 
4. Make sure you’re using antimalware software.
